     At Dance Avenue, we strive to provide quality dance instruction in a friendly, exciting atmosphere. Our goal is to instill a 

sense of love and artistry in every dancer we have the pleasure of training. 

     We provide a warm, nurturing environment focused on equipping students with the discipline, confidence, and technical 

skills necessary to achieve future success. Through the skills and education in the art of dance, we cultivate technical dancers 

and caring, passionate, motivated, and successful individuals.

DEVELOPMENT 

     Dancing develops the mind and body. It challenges, and therefore improves, all six components of physical fitness: 

muscular strength, muscular endurance, flexibility, cardiovascular endurance, body composition, and neuromuscular 

coordination. Dance also adds to one’s grace, poise, self-confidence, sense of rhythm, appreciation of music, and overall 

conditioning. 

     From an emotional, psychological, and social aspect, dance is extremely rewarding. A dancer may find a healthy release of 

tension and stress while exploring a sense of creativity and artistic empowerment. In the classroom setting, dancers are taught 

to appreciate the value of working hard and maintaining self-discipline while learning the importance of respect and loyalty. 

As a dancer develops physically, mentally, emotionally, and artistically, she/he may discover the joys and rewards of 

choreography and creating.  

     Through the art of dance, an individual may gain maturity, pride, and appreciation few art forms can duplicate. 

ATTENDANCE 

Good attendance is imperative. If a dancer misses a class more than five (5) times, she/he may not be allowed to perform in the 

annual Dance Avenue Recital. Absences and tardiness can hold back an entire class. Dancers are expected to arrive to the studio a few 

minutes early to be prepared to begin class on time. There will not be make-up classes for absent dancers, and no refunds, credits, or 

transfers will be made for missed lessons. We ask that a call is made, or email sent to the studio in the event of an absence. If a dancer is 

absent for three consecutive weeks without having paid tuition or contacting the studio, the dancer will be dropped from class regardless of 

what tuition has been paid and no refund will be given.  

LEVEL PLACEMENT  

The Dance Avenue Directors and Instructors solely determine a dancer’s class level placement. Evaluations are ongoing; a dancer’s level 

placement can change, but will be finalized by Monday, November 2, 2026. Dance is an individual art form where children should be 

allowed to grow at a comfortable pace and no two dancers will progress at the same rate, even if they have experienced the exact same 

training. It is important to encourage children to give their all and be satisfied with their own accomplishments.  

CLASS SIZE 

A specific number of dancers is predetermined in each class to avoid overcrowding. Dance Avenue reserves the right to cancel a class if 

enrollment has dropped lower than the minimum number required to participate. In the event this happens, we will try to find an alternate 

class for the dancers to attend.  
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WAITLIST 

When a class becomes full, interested students will be out on the waitlist. If a spot becomes available, dancers will be contacted in the order 

of the waitlist. After being contacted, there will be a 24-hour window of opportunity given to contact the studio to hold the spot in class. 

Word of advice: Try your next favorite class instead or try something new! 

PRIORITY REGISTRATION 

Once you are an enrolled member of Dance Avenue you are then considered top priority for registrations for a new school year or program. 

Currently enrolled Dance Avenue dancers can register for the classes they want before anyone else! All account balances must be paid in 

full before registering for the next season. 

DRESS CODE: ATTIRE & HAIR  

• It is imperative that dancers wear dance attire to class. No street clothing allowed. Our Instructors must be able to see the dancer’s 

form for optimal instruction. In the event a dancer wears street clothing to class, she/he will only be allowed to view class, and a parent 

will be notified.    

• Dance Avenue Instructors are permitted to require specific dancewear. 

• Hair must be worn up, off the back of the neck, in a bun or flipped ponytail. 

• While in class, students are NOT permitted to wear jewelry or fitbits/watches.  

• Dance Avenue also sells stylish dance apparel and bags!

DRESS CODE: TIGHTS

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PICTURE WEEK 

Dance Avenue will hold a Picture Week in the month of April in which a hired photographer will come into the studio for Class & 

Individual pictures. Picture Week is not mandatory, but we request that your dancer participate to join her/his class photo. For Picture Week 

there are additional costs to consider: picture packages will be offered by our photographer, families may purchase space in the full-color 

Recital program to feature their dancer, and there is a $5.00 per class fee added to April tuition for dancers to appear in the class photo 

printed in the Recital program. Additional information regarding Picture Week will be made available during the school year. 

RECITAL 

Our annual Recital performances will be held in the month of June. Dance Avenue performs three separate Recital shows: Friday Evening, 

Saturday Matinee & Saturday Evening. Tickets are sold by assigned seating and will be available for purchase in May. The purchased 

tickets are non-refundable and may not be returned on the day of the show. Dance Avenue hires a professional videographer to record each 

show and Recital DVD’s and/or HD File will be available for purchase. The full-color Recital program can be pre-ordered in April for $20 

each. Flower bouquets will also be available for purchase on Recital day. 

DANCE AVENUE COMPETITION TEAM (DACT) 

Dancers, ages 5-19, may audition for the award winning and nationally renowned Dance Avenue Competition Team (DACT). Flexible 

commitment options available. For more details, please email or ask for the DACT Elite, Premier, or KickStart Team Audition info at the 

Dance Avenue office. Please note: there will be an additional DACT membership fee added to the members’ monthly tuition.  

TUITION PRICING 

30 Minute Weekly Class   = $45.00 Month (each) 

45 Minute Weekly Class         = $50.00 Month (each) 

60+ Minute Weekly Class   = $55.00 Month (each) 

5+ Hours Weekly (total)  = $250.00 Month (flat fee) 

MONTHLY TUITION  

Tuition is paid for a 10 Month Season (Sept. - June) and is due from the 1st to the 7th of each month. September tuition is due the first week 

of classes, Sept. 8 - 14, 2026. Tuition payments are non-refundable and non-transferable. 

• A $15.00 Late Fee will be applied to monthly tuition fees paid after the due date.  

• Each month allows for 2-5 lessons, and tuition fees will remain the same regardless of whether it’s a short (2-3 classess) or a long (5 

classes) month and regardless of absences. Picture Week and Recital rehearsals will count as monthly lessons.  

• If an account becomes two months delinquent, the dancer will not be allowed to return to class until tuition and fees are paid in full. 

Account balance must also be paid in full by the June Recital or a dancer may not be allowed to participate. 

• Cash, Check, and Credit Card are accepted. Credit Card payments can be made by phone during business hours. For check payments, 

please indicate child’s last name if different from parent.  

• There is a $36.00 fee for a returned/bounced check.  

• If the studio is closed, there is a locked mailbox on the parking lot side of the building for tuition check payment drop-off.  

• Dance Avenue reserves the right to refuse service and/or admission to anyone, at any time, and for any reason.   

REGISTRATION FEE 
 

A $15.00 (per student) or $20.00 (per family/immediate siblings) non-refundable annual registration fee will be required upon time of 

registration to hold a dancer’s spot in class. 

PICTURE WEEK CLASS PHOTO FEE 
 

 

A $5.00 per class fee will be added to April tuition to cover the cost of having a dancer appear in the Recital Program Group Photo. 

Families may choose to opt out of the Group Photo but must inform the Dance Avenue Office before April tuition is paid. 

ONLINE PAYMENT PROCESSING 
 

Families can pay tuition online through their Studio Director Parent Portal account. Credit Card and ACH (bank account) payments are both 

accepted. Recurring Payments (Auto Pay) can be set up for families who enable the Automatic/Recurring payment plan option and will 

have their tuition deducted on the 1st of each month, when tuition & any additional fees hit their account (exception: September tuition will 

be deducted Sept. 8). 
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RECITAL COSTUMES 
 

Tiny Tots, Mini, Petite & Junior: $80 per costume, due November 7, or paid in four monthly deposits ($20 per costume) with Sept-Dec 

tuition.  

Pre-Teen (Primary), Pre-Teen (Intermediate), Teen & Senior: $100 per costume, due November 7, or paid in four monthly deposits 

($25 per costume) with Sept-Dec tuition. 

• Costumes will not be ordered if not paid within the given timeframe, and dancer will not be allowed to participate in the Recital 

performance.  

• Costume payments are non-refundable and non-transferable. Studio credit may be given upon Studio Director’s approval only. 

• Costume measurements and orders will occur in November. Costumes will be distributed in February/March 2027. 

• Costume sizes are not tailored specifically to the individual dancer. Our size measurements will allow for some growth; however, 

alterations may be needed and must be paid for by the family. 

• Costume fees do not include the cost of shoes or tights. 
 

PRIVATE LESSONS (available upon request): 

30-minute lesson = $35.00 

45-minute lesson = $50.00 

1-hour lesson = $65.00 

• Payment is due at the time of the lesson. 

• Contact the studio to set up lesson dates, times & instructor. 
 

FAMILY DISCOUNTS 

Families with two or more immediate siblings, enrolled in two or more classes each, will receive 10% off the total monthly tuition. (Tuition 

costs will be rounded up to the nearest dollar.) 

REFERRALS 

Enroll a friend for an entire school year, through June 2027, and receive a $50 tuition credit. There is no limit to the number of friends you 

can refer! Credit will be applied to May and/or June 2027 monthly tuition. 

DROP-IN 
 

Dance Avenue offers single class drop-ins at $15 per class. If the class is full, there is no guarantee for a drop-in from week to week. Please 

contact the studio prior to your drop-in to ensure a spot in class is available. 

ALUMNI 
 

Dancers who performed in the Senior Recital Dance during their graduating year of High School will be considered to be a Dance Avenue 

Alumni. Alumni dancers are allowed to attend two day of Drop-in classes monthly, for free; however, if enrolling in classes for the entirety 

of the 2026/2027 season, tuition payments and Recital costume fees will be required. 

CLASS OBSERVATION 

Parent Viewing Weeks are scheduled in December and May. Observers are not permitted inside the classrooms on days other than the 

specified viewing days. The Studio 2 observation window will remain open during the first week of each month and visitors are welcome to 

observe. We ask that observers are courteous and respectful to their fellow Dance Avenue parents and families in attendance. Please refrain 

from critiquing or gossiping about others. We take immense pride in showing respect to one another and in doing our best to keep our 

studio home a safe zone. 

CLASSROOM & LOBBY RULES 

Studio classroom doors may only be opened with permission.  

No food or drink in the dance rooms.  

No outdoor sneakers worn on the dance floors.  

Dancers are not allowed to have their cell phones or fitbits/watches in the dance rooms.  

Dancers must be enrolled in a Ballet class to participate in a Pointe class.  

Dancers are prohibited from using musical equipment.  

Dance bags should NOT be stored in the vending machine/common area during classes.  

Young children should never be left unattended.  

No running in the lobby and hallways.  

Please take pride in your dance studio and clean up after yourself.  
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HOLIDAY SCHEDULED CLOSINGS  

Dance Avenue will participate in the following scheduled Holiday closings: Halloween; Thanksgiving; Winter Break (Christmas/New 

Year); Martin Luther King Jr Day, Spring Break/Easter; Memorial Day Weekend. Monthly tuition will remain the same. 

SNOW DAYS & POWER OUTAGES  

Dance Avenue does not follow Southgate Public Schools’ closures for snow/cold weather days and will only cancel classes due to extreme 

weather or power outages. The studio will send an email and post to the BAND app to inform families of class cancellations. If a class day 

is canceled twice in the same month, each dancer in those classes will receive a Dance Avenue Summer Dance Program voucher for a free 

class. 

SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS 

If a Dance Avenue Instructor cannot attend class, a qualified and professionally trained Instructor will substitute. Dance Avenue will not 

cancel class due to an Instructor’s absence and ensures your child will receive the same quality instruction.
